GREATER LEBANON REFUSE AUTHORITY TOUR SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM
Tour Scholarship Program

Lebanon County students in grades 1-12 are eligible to participate. The purpose of the tour scholarship program is to provide an opportunity for Lebanon County schools to obtain the funding for the transportation needed for a field trip to tour the Greater Lebanon Refuse Authority. A tour of the Greater Lebanon Refuse Authority takes approximately 45 minutes to 1 hour. 

Provisions
The Tour Scholarship provides for 100 percent of the cost of the school to obtain a school bus (non-charter) and driver specifically for a tour of the Greater Lebanon Refuse Authority. It is the responsibility of the scholarship recipient to make all necessary arrangements with the school bus company and to assume all liability for transportation of students to and from the Greater Lebanon Refuse Authority. No portion of the cost for a bus/driver may be passed on to the student. The Authority will reimburse the scholarship recipient within 30 days of the completion of the field trip. The recipient must submit an invoice to the GLRA prior to the reimbursement. 

Requirements
Students in grades 1-12 are eligible for this scholarship. Applicants must represent a school in Lebanon County and must agree to complete a project in conjunction with participating in the field trip to the Greater Lebanon Refuse Authority. The project must promote environmental management of municipal solid waste and must be completed within the same school year as the field trip. A maximum of 50 students can be accommodated for a field trip at one time.  
30 scholarships will be awarded each year. First received will be first considered. Scholarship applications are accepted year round from January 1 through December 31.  Scholarships will be processed within one month of submission and if awarded can be used anytime during the calendar school year.

Suggested Tour Scholarship Projects

Elementary School
· Collect recyclables in the classroom and put the funds earned to a good cause.

· Organize a one-day litter clean up on the school grounds. 
· Write a story about what you learned during your visit to the Greater Lebanon Refuse Authority.
· Draw a poster of your favorite part of the tour.
· As a class: think about the many things that we throw away every day. Make as long a list as possible. Out of that list, write down what could be done to reduce the amount of things on that list. Could some things be composted, reused, recycled or avoided all together, etc.?
· Make up a skit about why we recycle. Perform it for another class.

· Conduct a litter analysis. Have students bring samples to class. Dump all samples into one pile and sort according to category (glass, metal, paper, plastic, etc.). Create a bar graph and discuss the results.
Middle School
· Conduct a weeklong home waste study where students sort and weigh their own family's trash. Have students calculate percentages of types of trash and make future predictions about waste generation, etc.
· Create a bulletin board or display in the school lobby that depicts how waste is managed in Lebanon County. It should include recycling, sanitary landfilling and composting.
· Determine which items are "over packaged" and what would constitute a more environmentally responsible consumer choice. Make a comparative list of these items and post in a prominent area.
· Brainstorm ways for people to stop littering and plan an anti-litter advertising campaign.

· Find out what the waste we produce today will tell archeologists of the future about our society. Keep a journal of everything students throw out in a 24-hour period. Write an essay about what the list tells them about themselves and society.
· Challenge students to find out how much waste disposal really costs. Interview a hauler about hauling costs, a recycling company about recycling costs, a disposal facility about disposal costs, etc. Make a chart to show the costs.

High School

· Design a waste reduction or recycling strategy for a local business or for school.
· Team activity: It is the year 2030. The waste being generated in Lebanon County exceeds the capacity available at the Greater Lebanon Refuse Authority. Your team is responsible for designing a proposal to create additional disposal capacity for the county's waste. Describe your proposals. 
· Based on what you learned during your tour, write a speech (either pro or con) about landfilling. Include an introduction, supporting evidence and conclusion. Present the speech to a group.
· Devise a plan for starting a recycling program in a rural community. What are the challenges, costs, benefits, drawbacks, etc.?
· Create a waste disposal survey and conduct it at a local mall. Tally results and discuss the outcomes.
· Create a new product out of something you would have thrown away. How would you market and sell it?
